ACTIVITY


Using Picture Schedules and Communication

Purpose: 
To increase participants understanding and use of picture schedules for child on the Autism Spectrum

Outcome: 
Participants will have the opportunity to discuss the use of picture schedules including how to create and how to use. 

Materials: 
A copy Visual Support Handout and Picture Communication Handout for each participant

Time: 

15 – 20 minutes

Activity: 


1)  Make copies of the Visual Support Handout and Picture Communication Handout for each participant.

2) Break group into small groups or 3-4 each.

3) Have group 

a. Read together the handouts

b. Discuss how they could implement these strategies naturally into their routines

c. Identify what pictures they are currently using and what they can see themselves implementing for the whole group

d. How do they see the implementation of these strategies as a part of Universal Design

e. Write down the ideas from the group, what their questions are and what challenges they may see in implementing these strategies

4) Have group come back together

5) Discuss outcomes of their discussions

Additional Options

1. Provide sample pictures, strips and velcro for each small group

2. Have participants create their own picture schedule

3. Bring in Story books that also depict social scripts and visual prompts
